Jeff Langbeam stated this is a great opportunity for the district to help extend the recycling program that as you well know a number of years ago when the district was started we had virtually one community which was all who was recycling.  We now have every community in Lake County with curbside recycling, a number of drop-off centers and an award winning environment education program that known throughout the country.  This is a national extension and working with the Sheriff we’ve been talking about moving this program forward.  I really would ask for your support in this.  We have been very grateful in working with your efforts and the Sheriff’s efforts, the Task Force has really stepped to the occasion.  I’m sure we have all read about the mishaps and what was found out at the Federal Landfill and I am pleased to say that is now a safe and secure environment.  We’re going to finish a lot of testing on it.  Most recently was the illegal dumping problem in Gary and Calumet Township.  We’re already dealing with illegal dumping.  We’re going to be able to combat that problem.  

Commissioner Allen asked is this a free program for the County. 

Langbeam answered yes it is.

Allen asked does the County receive a fee based on the amount of paper that’s recycled?

Langbeam answered yes we are paid pending on the amount of volume of paper that comes back on a fluctuating basis.  

Commissioner Scheub asked do you want the funds to go into the Scott’s budget on your Task Force?

Sheriff Dominguez stated in terms of the fund in terms of the Task Force it’s an effort to want to recycle and all things that Jeff has mentioned.  We’re asking for your approval that the money that is raised would go to our Animal Adoption Fund to help us to continue to provide community efforts and adopting pets as well as we have a fund in that same line item to extraordinary care.  We ask that the money be place in the Animal Adoption Funds line item.

John Dull said I think it has to go into the General Fund then go somewhere and get the authority to move it from the General Fund.

Scheub said that was his only question.  I told Scott that I want John to give us an opinion on that.  I don’t know if we have to have an ordinance on that by the County Council.  

Jim Bennett said we have to first be put into the General Fund then you can be reallocated to a special project.  But any kind of miscellaneous revenue like that has to come into the County General Fund.

Commissioner DuPey said they could either set up a non reverting fund for that through the Council or as it comes in ask for quietus.  But that has to be done at the Council level.

Dominguez stated they have created a non reverting fund and line item for the Animal Adoption Center.  As for now we will go to the General Fund subject to the County Council approval.  

Jeff Langbeam introduced his staff. 

Allen said we were worried about the program being extended to the Clerk’s Office.  The Clerk’s Office generates quite a bit of paper.  


Dominguez said what we thought we might do is maybe start with the Sheriff’s Office in terms of a pilot project and see how we are able to organize a staff and see how everyone gets going on that then move it over to the rest of the County.


Langbeam said Commissioner you are aware this year we instituted a mechanism for all confidential documents.  That will still be in place.  This will not compromise this in any way shape or form.  This will be for non confidential documents.  So I don’t think we should have any problems.  As Sheriff said we’re going to institute it in his office first then as we get the kinks worked out roll it out to the rest of the County.  That’s why we’re working very well.  Those documents all ended up going to pay for a new shredder to go to the Hammond Recycling Department and that’s another joint use of human resources and all of the papers being shredded actually Hammond is getting the value for it, which is great.  And it eliminated the cost.  


Dominguez said when we do move forward we will bring that proposal for your consideration.


DuPey asked when you shred those documents what’s the next step, where do they go then, the confidential ones.


Langbeam answered those are shredded with approval that is set forth by statue.  Then they are able to go into the recycling market and they are actually recycled into a variety of other different paper products.   The shredder they bought had to meet a certain protocol state statue and so once it’s shredded it’s kept in a confined area before hand. Once it’s shredded it’s goes into a recycle market and is used for a variety of papers.


Commissioner Scheub said we used to have to do it ourselves and have our staff be there when they took it all out in the trailers and then it had to be disposed.  It just saved us a lot of problems and lot of serious affect if somebody would have gotten a hold of that.  This is a lot safer.


Langbeam said not only the County documents that also made available to every municipality in Lake County and is eliminated.  We did the initial estimate, it’s a staggering amount of money that was being spent.

To that end, Lake Community Corrections has established, with an approved grant funding from the Partnership for a Drug Free Lake County, Positive Impact (aftercare program).

· Moderator will conduct one 2-3 hour meetings per week.

· Moderator must only follow the Trans-Theoretical Model that incorporates proven strategies for positive lifestyle changes. Participants are given a constant message that positive change is possible, but they are responsible for making it happen.

· Moderator will immediately report to Lake County Community Corrections any participant conduct that is detrimental to the group.

· Moderator will notify Community Corrections officials of any changes in the approved meeting schedule.

· Moderator will be required to conduct these meetings outside of their normally scheduled work hours and will maintain a separate record of his/her time.

· Moderator will be compensated at $12.00 per hour and should not exceed $5,200 per year.
