I am respectfully recommending approval of the lowest bid of $171,850.00 submitted by Maris Roofing, Inc.

I would like also to mention that replacing the roof alone will not solve all the leaking problems we have at the Gary Courthouse. That is because there is still tuckpointing to be done to repair the damaged mortar joints. As example I have enclosed photos showing the problems.
Photo #1 & #2 shows the condition of many of the mortar joints. This problem is part of the 5 year capital plan that I am now preparing.

The more serious problem is in Photo #3 & #4. This is the exterior wall located on the North-East corner of the fourth floor. Water penetrating thru this wall has already damaged the interior wall behind it. (See damage in Photo #5 & #6). But the problem does not stop there. Once the water has penetrated, it continuous to drips down causing damage to the offices below.

Since the condition of this particular wall is very serious I am asking that you consider having the wall repaired immediately.
