In the Matter of: Board of Commissioners – Health Department Satellite Office - Discussion

Commissioner DuPey expresses to the Board that she has asked for this item to be placed on the Agenda for discussion purposes only due to the large inquires from the news media, from constituents, and conversions with Hammond Mayor McDermott. 

DuPey, Also, it seems the discussion has gone stagnant and time, I believe, is of the essence. I thank the Mayor of Hammond tremendously for offering us the satellite office. I think it would be very foolish of us not to utilize it and if nothing else I believe that we should try this on a trial basis and if it doesn’t work we can turn around and say this it not ideal for us, but to say its not ideal for us without giving it a chance is not right either. 

Mayor McDermott, Thanks the Board for allowing him to speak today. Hammond Health Department was a long debate for the City of Hammond. It’s no secret that Hammond, Gary, and East Chicago have 3 of the highest tax rates in the State of Indiana. Mayors in all the cities are looking for ways to cut cost. We proposed a few years ago, one of the ways for Hammond to cut cost would be to eliminate the City’s Health Department and when you read Indiana code it says, “ the county has to provide health services if the city doesn’t provide it voluntarily”, well we looked it as we (City of Hammond) provided it voluntarily why should Hammond offer such a service voluntarily if the County will provide it, quite frankly if we got rid of the County has to provide it (health services). We also realize that across the State we are the only three (3) cities in the entire State that have a health department the rest of the State has gone to County Health Services and quite frankly it was a difficult decision. The first two times we tried to eliminate this redundant service in the City of Hammond it didn’t happen the Mayor and the City Council were on different pages. This year it did happen, we voted it through on a 5-4 vote. Hammond does need a Health Department, we have a poor population and school children rely on the Health Department for their shots. Mayor McDermott, Offering payment of bills and fixtures to a government building in Hammond if County would provide the Health Services.

DuPey, I like everything you said except, We are the only County that has our Health Department’s in the City. I’m tired of hearing those Indianapolis quotes because we are unique in this county and out of 90+ Counties we are the only one with 3 major cities in it. So, that argument is not something I like to hear because we are unique in another thing with this tax thing that’s coming down, saying we are the only county without this tax. Never want to hear it again.


Tom Dabertin, hear on behalf of Mayor McDermott, What we’re proposing through the Mayor of Hammond today is to reach out and not only improve efficiency in government and in service but also do it in a cooperative manor. That’s something that I think has been lost in the news media and the general public. There are a lot of cooperative efforts going on between the County and the Cities between different county entities. I think that the satellite office should serve as an example of the cooperation that can occur. The Mayor has again made the statement that the office will not cost the county any additional cost, you’ll put the individuals that you’ve already assigned spaces for in your budget into that location, but the City of Hammond will absorb the operative cost. I think it’s a win win for the citizens of Hammond and a win for all the residents of Lake County. Thank you.

Commissioner Allen, I’d also like to say, that as Fran mentioned, during my recent visits to Indianapolis I have a problem with them in Indianapolis indicating that all the counties are same because all of the counties in Indiana aren’t the same. Some are rural and some are residential counties and some counties are urban counties that have industrial and commercial companies in them. Some counties in Indiana are as small as 30,000 population, I don’t think a lot of people realize that you’ve got counties that have 30,000, 40,000 population for the entire county, so I don’t think the State can apply a standardized criteria under those circumstances for every County. For Urbanize Counties with high population, for Residential Counties that have primarily qualified residential property and homestead property, and Rural Counties that only have farms, people have different needs different criteria they have different demands so they (State) have to take that into consideration. As I indicated in the press several weeks ago, I have absolutely no problem with Hammond having a satellite office for one year on a trial basis and if things work out then we continue, but I think we should at least give Hammond the opportunity to have a satellite office at least for that one year to see if there are any unforeseen complications or hidden costs or services that require additional cost to the County that we have not accounted for.  I’ve has conversations with the other two Mayor’s of the other two major cities and they don’t have any problems with Hammond having a satellite so there is no conflict there. As I have already indicated I am in favor and have no problems with you having a satellite office in your city.

Commissioner DuPey, There was no secret that this (Health Department Satellite Office) would be on the Agenda, it has been well covered by the news media and I’m surprised that no-one from the Health Department came to this meeting today, unless awaiting special invitation. It’s the intent of this Commissioner and I believe the other Commissioners as well to do this so in order to get this transition going there needs to be some discussion, I’d like to go and look at the site the first week of December and what do we need to do from this point on to get this conversation going and the transition going so it goes smoothly?

Mayor McDermott, I agree time is of the essence.

Commissioner Scheub, I have no problem with it at all, I want to make sure that we understand that we weren’t talking about 9 employees being left in Hammond we were talking about a satellite office and for the Lake County Board of Health Director to, with her own discretion and professionalism, make sure she has proper number of people there and maybe one or maybe three we don’t know, but not nine(9) and with the bulk of the work here we may be overloaded. I don’t think she’ll disagree, once we talk to her (Dr. Best), at all. It’s just about the number of staff.

DuPey, The number of staff has already been established by the County Council. The purpose of the satellite office is, why should they drive all the way out here when their work can be done there, we have a gas price crisis in the nation. It’s a problem when you ask an employee that’s making 25 or 30 thousand a year to drive out here unnecessarily. If they can be staffed in Hammond then there’s no reason. 

Mayor McDermott, About the nine(9) employees, we have a very professional staff at the Hammond Health Department obviously we don’t always see eye to eye on issues but I’ve never, in my four years of being mayor, had a problem with the Hammond Health Department. They’ve always been professional and done their job well, so maybe take a look at these employees who will not be employed by the City of Hammond anymore and hopefully if you to hire a few nurses you can look in the Hammond Health Department. I understand Dr. Best is gonna make the calls in the Health Department and I support that but please take a look at the employees that are loosing their jobs.

Scheub, We can’t micro-manage the Board of Health, she’s the professional and we have to respect her decision also and I think she’ll respect our decisions as well.

THIS AGREEMENT, entered into this 21' day of November, 2007 effective from November 21, 2007 to and including December 31, 2008 by and between ALEXANDER LOPEZ (hereinafter called "Consultant") and the BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF THE COUNTY OF LAKE for and on behalf of the Lake County Treasurer (hereinafter called the "County").

WITNESSETH THAT:

NOW THEREFORE, the parties hereto mutually agree as follows:

1. Employment of Consultant. The County agrees to engage the Consultant and the Consultant hereby agrees to perform the services designated in this contract.

2. Scope of Service. The Consultant shall do, perform, and carry out in a good and professional manner the services for the County, specifically the Consultant shall:

A.

Be assigned by the Lake County Treasurer 33 1/3% of the Real Property Tax Collection Cases.

B.

Report directly to the Lake County Treasurer for all
instructions if necessary to carry out its responsibilities.
C.

Commit sufficient time to the collection project to ensure its success.

D.

Collect the delinquent monies through an organized procedure to include filing lawsuits to collect if necessary.

E. Initiate and complete the collection process to collect the real property taxes from the persons who are liable for these taxes in accordance with I.C. 6-1.1-22-10 and I.C. 6-1.1-2-4 as follows:

1. The Federal Fair Debt Collection Act must be followed if applicable.

2. Suits must be filed against persons liable for the taxes to obtain personal judgments if necessary.

3. Comprehensive collection efforts must be undertaken to collect the taxes both pre and post judgment.

F.

File lawsuits in any court of competent jurisdiction in Lake County, Indiana selected by Consultant.

G.
Shall exercise independent judgment to act in the best interest of the parties represented.

H.
Reports directly to the Board, Official and/or person represented.

3.
Funds Deposit.

A. All payments by defendants on lawsuits filed with the Court (s) shall be made to the Clerk of the Court. These funds will then be transferred by the Clerk of the Court to the County of Lake and its Treasurer for deposit as payments are made. Payments will be applied as follows:

1. First to the payment of Court costs until these are paid in full.

2. The remaining funds will be split between real property taxes and penalties owed to the County of Lake and vendor's fees on a pro rata basis in accordance with the judgment rendered.

B. If monies are paid on accounts prior to filing suit, these funds will be paid directly to the Lake County Treasurer who will collect not only taxes, fines and penalties but any vendor's fees. The Treasurer will deposit these funds into separate accounts for taxes, interest, penalties and vendor's fees on a pro rata basis. The vendor(s) will then file a claim with the County of Lake for fees which should be paid from the funds established.

4. Time of Performance. The services to be performed hereunder by the Consultant shall be undertaken and completed in such sequence as to assure their expeditious completion and best carry out the purposes of the agreement.

5. Compensation. The County agrees to pay the Consultant a sum not to exceed the following:

A. Consultant(s) fee will be ten percent (10%) of the taxes for collected all projects.

B. To obtain its fees the vendor(s) will have to file a claim form with the County of Lake. These vendor(s) will be paid out of the monies received from the Clerk.

6. Changes. The County may, from time to time, require changes in the scope of the services of the Consultant to be performed hereunder. Such charges, which are mutually agreed upon by and between the County and the Consultant, shall be incorporated in a written amendment to this agreement.
7. Special Procedures.

A.

All settlements either before or after the filing of a lawsuit 
must be approved in accordance with paragraph F below.

B. On September 1, 2007 the Treasurer will assign by alphabet  approximately 1/3 of the delinquent cases to the consultant  for collection and the consultant shall confirm in writing to the Treasurer which cases have been assigned to the consultant.

C. The Treasurer shall maintain a list by consultant which clearly identifies the cases for which the consultant has collection responsibility.

b. One member of the Board of Commissioners selected by the Lake County Board of Commissioners.

c. The Lake County Auditor.

d. The Lake County Assessor.

2. The Committee functions under the provisions of the open door law subject to the requirements of the statute  making certain tax information protected from release.
3. All proposals from the consultant for settlement shall be submitted to the Committee.

4. Any action of the Committee will require 3 affirmative votes.

5. The Auditor will provide a person to keep the minutes of  the committee.

G.

The Commissioners Attorney is not a part or party to the
collection process.

8. Termination of Agreement. Either Party may terminate this agreement, with or without cause by giving written notice to the other party of such termination and specifying the effective date thereof, at least thirty (30) days before the effective date of such termination.

9. Accomplishment of Project. The Consultant shall commence, carry on, and complete the project with all practicable dispatch, in a sound economical and efficient manner, in accordance with the provisions thereof and all applicable laws.

10. Matters to be Disregarded. The titles of the several sections, subsections, and paragraphs set forth in this contract are inserted for convenience of reference only and shall be disregarded in construing or interpreting any of the provisions of this contract.
11. Completeness of Contract. This contract and any additional or supplementary document or documents incorporated herein by specific reference contain all the terms and conditions agreed upon by the parties hereto, and no other agreements, oral or otherwise, regarding the subject matter of this contract or any part thereof shall have any validity or bind any of the parties hereto.

12. County Not Obligated to Third Parties. The County shall not be obligated or liable hereunder to any party other than the Consultant.

13. When Rights and Remedies Not Waived. In no event shall the making by the County of any payment to the Consultant constitute or be construed as a waiver by the County of any breach of covenant, or any default which may then exist, on the part of the Consultant, and the making of any such payment by the County while any such breach or default shall exist in no way impair or prejudice any right or remedy available to the County in respect to such breach or default.

14. Personnel. The Consultant represents that he has, or will secure at his own expense, all personnel required in performing the services under this agreement. Such personnel shall not be employees of or have any contractual relationship with the County. All of the services required hereunder will be performed by the Consultant or under his supervision, and all personnel engaged in the work shall be fully qualified to perform such services.

15. Equal Opportunity and Affirmative Action. The Consultant agrees by the execution of this contract that in regards to its operations:

Term. The term of this Retrofit PSA shall be (5) years and shall commence on November 1, 2007.

Price. The total price for JCI's services during the Term of this Retrofit PSA is $878,992.20.

This amount will be paid to JCI in 60 monthly payments as follows:

Payments 1 through 12- $14,153.47 Payments 13 through 36- $14,558.47 Payments 37 through 60- $14,989.47
beginning with the payment due November 1st, 2007 and continuing on the first day of

each month thereafter until fully paid. These payments will be due and payable when the

2. EXTENDED SERVICE OPTIONS FOR PREMIUM AND PRIME COVERAGES. On-site repair services will be provided during JCI's normal business hours, unless one of the following options is checked:
( 24-5 Extended Service—JCI will provide on-site response 24 hours a day, 5 days a week (Monday thru Friday, except JCI holidays)

24-7 Extended Service—JCI will provide on-site response 24 hours a day, 7 days a week (including holidays)

3. TERM AND AUTOMATIC RENEWAL. This Retrofit PSA will automatically renew on a year-to-year basis after the original term ends unless the Customer or JCI give the other written notice that it does not want to renew. The notice must be delivered at least 30 days before the end of the original term or of any renewal year.
4. DEFINITIONS. The terms used in this Retrofit PSA shall be defined as follows:
(a) COVERED EQUIPMENT means the Equipment for which services are to be provided under this Retrofit PSA and described in any Installment Financing Schedule hereto.
(b) EQUIPMENT FAILURE means the sudden and accidental failure of moving parts or electric or electronic components that are part of the Covered Equipment and that are necessary for its operation.
(c) SCHEDULED SERVICE VISITS include labor required to perform inspections and preventive maintenance on Covered Equipment.
(d) SCHEDULED SERVICE MATERIALS include materials required to perform Scheduled Service Visits on Covered Equipment.
(e) REPAIR LABOR includes labor necessary to restore Covered Equipment to working condition following an equipment failure and excludes total equipment replacement due to obsolescence or unavailability of parts.
(f) REPAIR MATERIALS include materials necessary to restore Covered Equipment to working condition following an equipment failure and excludes total equipment replacement due to obsolescence or unavailability of parts. At JCI's option, Repair Materials may be new, used, or reconditioned. All Repair Materials are covered by the warranty as described below.
(g) BASIC COVERAGE includes Scheduled Service Visits, plus Scheduled Service Materials if otherwise noted in this Retrofit PSA, for Covered Equipment.
(h) PREMIUM LEVEL COVERAGE includes BASIC COVERAGE as well as Repair Labor, plus Repair Material if otherwise noted in this Retrofit PSA, for Covered Equipment.
EXTENDED SERVICE includes extended service for repairs and is available only if Customer has PREMIUM or PRIME coverage. The price for Extended Service, if chosen by Customer, is part of the total price Customer will pay. Should a defect be found during an Extended Service visit that JCI is not responsible for under this Retrofit PSA, Customer agrees to pay JCI's standard fee for any services rendered. Should Repair Labor or Repair Materials be performed in periods beyond the Extended Service period, Customer agrees to pay JCI's standard fee for any services rendered beyond the Extended Service period. PRIME LEVEL COVERAGE includes BASIC COVERAGE as well as Repair Labor, plus Repair Materials if otherwise set forth in this Retrofit PSA, for Covered Equipment consisting of centrifugal, absorption, or screw chillers. PRIME LEVEL COVERAGE also includes Repair Labor, and Repair Materials if otherwise set forth in this Retrofit PSA, for diagnosed imminent equipment failure as well as actual equipment Failure, and the following:

(I) JCI will analyze diagnostic tests including Pre•Vue Vibration Analysis and spectrochemical oil analysis megohm readings. All diagnostic tests must be performed at JCI-prescribed frequencies and to JCI-specified test standards. Coverage will include Repair Labor and Repair Material for heat exchanger tubes if an Eddy Current Analysis, acceptable to JCI, has been performed in the three years prior to this Retrofit PSA and is provided to JCI, or such a test will be performed as part of this Retrofit PSA.

(II) Should JCI's analysis suggest the existence or the possibility of equipment deterioration outside anticipated or acceptable conditions, JCI may at its option take corrective steps necessary to prevent further deterioration or breakdown of the Covered Equipment. JCI retains sole judgment over whether equipment conditions are considered acceptable, whether corrective steps should be taken, or what steps, if any, need to be taken. Performance of any corrective steps under this PRIME coverage is not a guarantee that equipment failure or downtime will not occur.

(1) EXTENDED SERVICE includes extended service for repairs and is available only if Customer has PREMIUM or PRIME coverage. The price for Extended Service, if chosen by Customer, is part of the total price Customer will pay. Should a defect be found during an Extended Service visit that JCI is not responsible for under this Retrofit PSA, Customer agrees to pay JCI's standard fee for any services rendered. Should Repair Labor or Repair Materials be performed in periods beyond the Extended Service period, Customer agrees to pay JCI's standard fee for any services rendered beyond the Extended Service period.

5. INITIAL EQUIPMENT INSPECTION FOR PREMIUM OR PRIME COVERAGES. JCI will inspect the Covered Equipment within 45 days of the date of this Retrofit PSA or as seasonal or operational conditions permit. JCI will advise Customer if JCI finds any Covered Equipment not in working order or in need of repair. With the Customer's approval, JCI will perform the work necessary to put the Covered Equipment in proper working condition. To the extent that Covered Equipment is not subject to warranty or other obligation of JCI for its repair, this work will be done at JCI's standard fee for parts and labor in effect at that time. If the Customer does not want JCI to do the work identified by JCI, or if Customer does not have the work done, the Covered Equipment will be removed from the list of Covered Equipment and the price of this Retrofit PSA will then be adjusted.

6. WARRANTY. JCI warrants that the equipment manufactured by it shall be free from defects in material and workmanship arising from normal usage for a period of one year from installation. JCI shall, at its option, repair or replace any such defective equipment manufactured by it. JCI further warrants that its services will be provided in a good and workmanlike manner and that parts repaired or replaced by JCI will be free from defects in workmanship, design, and material until the end of this Retrofit PSA or for one year, whichever is earlier. JCI's sole obligation shall be to repair or to replace defective parts or to re-perform defective services. These warranties do not extend to any equipment which has been repaired by others, abused, altered or misused.

THESE WARRANTIES ARE IN LIEU OF ALL OTHER WARRANTIES, EXPRESSED OR IMPLIED, INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO THOSE OF MERCHANTABILITY AND FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE.

Customer understands that JCI is a provider of services under this Retrofit PSA. JCI shall not to be considered a merchant or a vendor of goods. If JCI installs or furnishes a piece of equipment under this Retrofit PSA, and that equipment is covered by a warranty from the manufacturer, JCI will transfer the benefits of that manufacturer's warranty to Customer if this Retrofit PSA with Customer terminates before the equipment manufacturer's warranty expires.
7. CUSTOMER OBLIGATIONS AND COMMITMENTS TO JCI. Customer warrants that, to the best of Customer's knowledge, all Covered Equipment is in good working condition and Customer has given JCI all information of which Customer is aware concerning the condition of the Covered Equipment. Customer agrees that, during the term of this Retrofit PSA, Customer will:
(a) operate the Covered Equipment according to the manufacturer's recommendations;
(b) keep accurate and current work logs and information on the Covered Equipment as recommended by the manufacturer;
(b) provide an adequate environment for Covered Equipment as recommended by the manufacturer or as recommended by JCI, including adequate space, electrical power, air conditioning, and humidity control;
(c) notify JCI immediately of any Covered Equipment malfunction, breakdown, or other condition affecting the operation of the Covered Equipment;
(e) allow JCI to start and stop, periodically turn off, or otherwise change or temporarily suspend equipment operations so that JCI can perform the services required under this Retrofit PSA; and
(f) provide proper condenser and boiler water treatment, as necessary, for the proper functioning of Covered Equipment, if such services are not JCI's responsibility under this Retrofit PSA.
The Customer acknowledges that its failure to meet these obligations will relieve JCI of any responsibility for any breakdown, or any necessary repair or replacement, of any Covered Equipment.
 8. CHANGES TO COVERED EQUIPMENT. The Customer retains the right to make changes or alterations to the Covered Equipment provided that such changes or alterations to the Covered Equipment can be removed without materially damaging the functional capabilities or economic value of the Covered Equipment. If, in JCI's opinion, such changes or alterations substantially affect JCI's services or obligations, JCI shall have the right to make appropriate changes to the scope or to the price of this Retrofit PSA or to both.
 9. ACCESS. The Customer will give JCI full access to all equipment that is either Covered Equipment or associated with it when JCI requests such access. If access cannot be provided, JCI's obligations under this Retrofit PSA will be suspended until such access to the equipment is provided. Matters affecting JCI's access to the equipment may include, but are not limited to, the removal, replacement, repair, refinishing, restoration, reconstruction, or other remedial actions taken by the Customer with respect to Covered Equipment or to the Customer's facility. Suspension of JCI's duties for this reason will not cancel or suspend any of the Customer's obligations under this Retrofit PSA.

10.
EXCLUSIONS. JCI's services under this Retrofit PSA do not include:
(a) supplies, accessories, or any items normally consumed during the use of Covered Equipment, such as ribbons, bulbs, and paper;
(b) calls resulting from lack of operator-level preventive maintenance, site-related problems, or operator error;
service calls due to failures resulting from acts of God, abuse or misuse of Covered Equipment, or alterations, modifications, or repairs to Covered Equipment not performed or provided by JCI;
(d) the furnishing of materials and supplies for painting or refinishing Covered Equipment;

(e)          electrical work to the Customer's facility necessary because of Covered Equipment;

(f) service calls resulting from attachments made to Covered Equipment or other equipment not covered by this Retrofit PSA;

(g) the repair or replacement of ductwork, casings, cabinets, structural supports, tower fill/slats/basin, hydronic and pneumatic piping, and vessels, gaskets, and piping not normally replaced or maintained on a scheduled basis, and removal of oil from pneumatic piping;

(h) service calls resulting from the effects of erosion, corrosion, acid cleaning, or damage from unexpected or especially severe freezing weather that is beyond what is prevented by JCI's normal maintenance;

(i) work caused by any operation of, adjustments to, or repair to, Covered Equipment by others not authorized in advance by JCI;

(1)
work caused by the negligence of others, including but not limited to equipment operators and water treatment companies;

(k) service calls due to failures caused by improper environmental conditions affecting Covered Equipment or electrical power fluctuations, if due to conditions beyond JCI's control, and service calls required because JCI had previously been denied access to the Covered Equipment; and

(I) disposal of hazardous wastes. Hazardous wastes remain the property and the responsibility of the Customer even when removed from equipment or replaced by JCI as provided by the terms of this Retrofit PSA. The Customer shall be responsible for the proper storage and disposal of hazardous wastes. This includes, but is not limited to, used oil, contaminated or uncontaminated refrigerant, and PCBs.

11. JCI's EQUIPMENT. JCI may provide tools, documentation, panels, or other control equipment in the Customer's building for JCI's convenience in performing JCI's services. That equipment shall remain JCI's property. JCI retains the right to remove such items at any time during the term, or upon the termination of, this Retrofit PSA.

12. INDEMNITY. JCI and the Customer agree that JCI shall be responsible only for such injury, loss, or damage caused by the intentional misconduct or the negligent act or omission of JCI. JCI and the Customer agree to indemnify and to hold each other, including their officers, agents, directors, and employees, harmless from all claims, demands, or suits of any kind, including all legal costs and attorney's fees, resulting from the intentional misconduct of their employees or any negligent act or omission by their employees or agents. The obligations of JCI and of the Customer under this paragraph are further subject to paragraphs 13 and 14 below.

13. LIMITATION OF LIABILITY. Neither JCI nor the Customer will be responsible to the other for any special, indirect, or consequential damages. Neither party will be responsible to the other for damage, loss, injury, or delay caused by conditions that are beyond the reasonable control, and without the intentional misconduct or negligence, of that party. Such conditions include, but are not limited to: (a) acts of God; (b) acts of Government agencies; (c) strikes; (d) labor disputes; (e) fire; (f) explosions or other casualties; (g) thefts; (h) vandalism; (i) riots or war; or (j) unavailability of parts, materials, or supplies. If this Retrofit PSA covers fire safety or security equipment, the Customer understands that JCI is not an insurer regarding those services. JCI shall not be responsible for any damage or loss that may result from fire safety or security equipment that fails to perform properly or fails to prevent a casualty loss. JCI is also not responsible for any injury, loss, or damage caused by equipment that is not Covered Equipment.
14. ASBESTOS AND HAZARDOUS MATERIALS. JCI's work and services under this Retrofit PSA exclude anything connected or associated with asbestos or hazardous materials. JCI shall not be required to perform any identification, abatement, cleanup, control, or removal of asbestos or hazardous materials. The Customer represents that, to the best of the Customer's knowledge, there is no asbestos or hazardous material in the Customer's building that will in any way affect JCI's work. Should JCI become aware of or suspect the presence of asbestos or hazardous materials, JCI shall have the right to stop work in the affected area immediately and notify the Customer. The Customer will be responsible for doing whatever is necessary to correct the condition in accordance with all applicable statutes and regulations. The Customer agrees to assume responsibility for any claims arising out of or relating to the presence of asbestos or hazardous materials in the Customer's building.

15. RENEWAL PRICE ADJUSTMENT. JCI will provide Customer with notice of any adjustments in the Retrofit PSA price applicable to a renewal period no later than forty-five (45) days prior to the commencement of that renewal period. Unless the Customer terminates the Retrofit PSA as provided in this Retrofit PSA, the adjusted price shall be the price for the renewal period.

16. DISPUTES. If a dispute arises under this Retrofit PSA, the parties shall promptly attempt in good faith to resolve the dispute by negotiation. At JCI's election, all disputes not resolved by negotiation shall be resolved in accordance with the Commercial Rules of the American Arbitration Association in effect at that time, except as modified herein. All disputes shall be decided by a single arbitrator. A decision shall be rendered by the arbitrator no later than nine months after the demand for arbitration is filed, and the arbitrator shall state in writing the factual and legal basis for the award. No discovery shall be permitted. The arbitrator shall issue a scheduling order that shall not be modified except by the mutual agreement of the parties. Judgment may be entered upon the award in the highest state or federal court having jurisdiction over the matter. The prevailing party shall recover all costs, including attorney's fees, incurred as a result of the dispute. If the Customer is a state or local governmental entity, then this paragraph shall not apply.

17. MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS.

(a) Any notice that is required to be given under this Retrofit PSA must be in writing and sent to the party at the address noted under its signature below.

(b) The Customer acknowledges and agrees that any purchase order issued by Customer, in accordance with this Retrofit PSA, is intended only to establish payment authority for the Customer's internal accounting purposes. No purchase order shall be considered to be a counteroffer, amendment, modification, or other revision to the terms of this Retrofit PSA. No term or condition included in the Customer's purchase order will have any force or effect.

(c) Should any changes to relevant regulations, laws, or codes substantially affect JCI's services or obligations, Customer agrees to negotiate with JCI for appropriate changes to the scope or price of this Retrofit PSA or both.

Scheub made a motion, seconded by Allen, to approve the Lake County Council Ordinance, a General Ordinance of Lake County, Indiana, authorizing the issuance and sale of bonds of the County in the aggregate principal amount not to exceed $3,000,000, for the purpose of funding certain judgments and settlements entered against the County, together with expenses in connection with the issuance of bonds on account thereof, and appropriating the proceeds derived from the sale of such bonds for such purpose. Motion passed with a 2-1 vote, DuPey against.

COUNTY COUNCIL ORDINANCE NO. 1293B

A General Ordinance of Lake County, Indiana, authorizing the issuance and sale of bonds of the County in the aggregate principal amount not to exceed $3,000,000, for the purpose of funding certain judgments and settlements entered against the County, together with expenses in connection with the issuance of bonds on account thereof, and appropriating the proceeds derived from the sale of such bonds for such purpose.

WHEREAS, the Lake County Council (the "County Council") has examined the Court Orders relating to the judgments and settlements set forth on Exhibit A hereto which is incorporated herein as if set forth herein which require Lake County, Indiana (the "County") to pay judgments and settlements in the amounts as set forth on such Exhibit A (collectively, the "Judgments") and has established the principal amount of the Judgments and estimated the maximum court costs relating to the Judgments and any other costs permitted under Indiana Code 5-1-8-1 and Indiana Code 5-1-14-6, including the costs of issuance of bonds on account thereof;

WHEREAS, the payment of the aforementioned Judgments is an exercise of the powers of the County, is necessary, and will be to the general benefit of the County and its citizens;

WHEREAS, the County does not have sufficient funds available or provided in the existing budgets or tax levies which may be applied to the payment of the Judgments including expenses incidental thereto, making it necessary to authorize the issuance of judgment funding bonds of the County in a principal amount not to exceed Three Million and No/100 Dollars ($3,000,000.00);

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners of the County has filed with the Lake County Council its Preliminary Findings and Order to the effect that the cost of paying the Judgments together with expenses in connection with the issuance of bonds on account thereof, is expected not to exceed Three Million Dollars ($3,000,000), and that the County will be required to provide and appropriate sums not to exceed such amount for the payment in full of the Judgments together with expenses in connection with the issuance of bonds on account thereof;

WHEREAS, the payment of the Judgments together with expenses in connection with the issuance of bonds on account thereof, is necessary and will be to the general benefit of the County and the citizens served by the County;

WHEREAS, an emergency exists requiring additional appropriations, and the County has no funds available or provided for in existing budgets or tax levies that may be applied to satisfy the obligations arising from the Judgments, making it necessary to authorize the issuance and sale and the appropriation of the proceeds of bonds of the County for the payment of the Judgments, including expenses incidental thereto;

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Preliminary Findings and Order of the Board of Commissioners of the County of Lake, the Lake County Council seeks to authorize the issuance and sale of judgment funding bonds for the purpose of financing the payment of the Judgments, including expenses incidental thereto, with such issuance and sale pursuant to the provisions of Indiana Code 5-1-8-1 or any other applicable provisions of Indiana law;

NOW, THEREFORE, be it ordained by the Lake County Council as follows:

SECTION 1. The Board of Commissioners of the County is hereby authorized to make a loan, for and on behalf of the County, for the purpose of funding the payment of the Judgments, together with expenses in connection with the issuance of bonds on account thereof, in the amount not to exceed Three Million Dollars ($3,000,000). The payment of such obligations is being made in accordance with the Judgments, and such payment, when made, will be in full and complete satisfaction of the Judgments.
SECTION 2. In order to procure the loan for the purpose of the payment of the Judgments, the Board of Commissioners is hereby authorized and directed to have prepared and to issue and sell judgment funding bonds of the County, to be designated "Lake County, Indiana, General Obligation Judgment Funding Bonds of 2008" (the "Bonds"), in the aggregate principal amount not to exceed Three Million Dollars ($3,000,000);
The aggregate principal amount of the Bonds authorized to be issued hereunder shall not exceed the aggregate face amount of the Judgments, together with expenses in connection with the issuance of the Bonds, all pursuant to Indiana Code 5-1-8-1 and Indiana Code 5-1-14-6. The final aggregate principal amount of the Bonds shall be certified by the County Auditor in accordance with the foregoing prior to the sale of the Bonds. Such certificate shall be conclusive for purposes of establishing the final aggregate principal amount of the Bonds.
The Bonds shall be issued by and in the name of the County, in fully registered form in the denominations of $5,000 or an integral multiple thereof. The Bonds shall be numbered consecutively from 08R-1 upwards and shall bear interest at a rate or rates not exceeding eight percent (8%) per annum (the exact rate or rates to be determined either by bidding or by the terms of a purchase agreement with the purchaser of the Bonds if sold pursuant to other than a public sale pursuant to Indiana law), which interest shall be payable commencing on July 15, 2008 and semiannually thereafter to maturity. Interest shall be calculated on the basis of twelve (12) thirty (30)-day months for a three hundred sixty (360) day year. The principal of the Bonds shall mature and be payable on January 15 and July 15 of each year over a period of not more than five (5) years. To the extent possible and as deemed advisable by the Financial Advisor to the County, payments of principal and interest on the Bonds shall be scheduled to provide for level debt service payments. The final amortization schedule shall be certified by the County Auditor prior to the sale of the Bonds.
The Board of Commissioners is hereby authorized and directed to appoint the Registrar and Paying Agent for the Bonds which may be the County Auditor or the County Treasurer (the "Registrar and Paying Agent"); and the County Auditor is hereby authorized and directed to enter into such agreements or understandings with the Registrar and Paying Agent as will enable such entity to perform effectively all required services on behalf of the County. The County Auditor is further authorized and directed to pay the fees and expenses of the Registrar and Paying Agent out of available funds of the County.
The principal of the Bonds shall be payable at the principal office of the Registrar and Paying Agent. Interest on the Bonds shall be paid by check or draft mailed or delivered one business day prior to such payment date to the registered owner thereof at the address as it appears on the registration books kept by the Registrar and Paying Agent as or the last day of the month immediately preceding the interest payment date or at such other address as is provided to the Registrar and Paying Agent in writing by such registered owner. All payments on the Bonds shall be made in any coin or currency of the United States of America which on the dates of such payments shall be legal tender for the payment of public and private debts.
Each Bond shall be transferable or exchangeable only upon the books of the County kept for that purpose at the principal office of the Registrar and Paying Agent, by the registered owner thereof in person, or by his attorney duly authorized in writing, upon surrender of such Bond together with a written instrument of transfer or exchange satisfactory to the Registrar and Paying Agent duly executed by the registered owner or his attorney duly authorized in writing, and thereupon a new fully registered Bond or Bonds in the same aggregate principal amount shall be executed and delivered in the name of the transferee or transferees or the registered
owner, as the case may be, in exchange therefor. Bonds may be transferred or exchanged
without cost to the registered owner, except for any tax or governmental charge required to be
paid with respect to the transfer or exchange. The Registrar and Paying Agent shall not be
obligated to make any exchange or transfer of Bonds during the period following the last day or
the month immediately preceding an interest payment date on the Bonds until such interest
payment date. The County and the Registrar and Paying Agent may treat and consider the
person in whose name such Bonds are registered as the absolute owner thereof for all purposes
including the purpose of receiving payment of, or on account of, the principal thereof and
interest due thereon.

Any predecessor Registrar and Paying Agent shall deliver all of the Bonds and cash in its possession with respect thereto, together with the registration books, to the successor Registrar and Paying Agent. The County Auditor is hereby authorized to act on behalf of the County with regard to any of the aforementioned actions of the County relating to the resignation or removal of the Registrar and Paying Agent and appointment of a successor Registrar and Paying Agent. The County Auditor is further authorized and directed, on behalf of the County, to enter into such agreements or understandings with any subsequent Registrar and Paying Agent as will enable it to perform the services required of it.
Any such subsequent Registrar and Paying Agent shall be paid for its services out of available funds of the County.

SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT ON PROPERTY TAX MATTERS

THIS SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT ON PROPERTY TAX MATTERS

("Agreement") is made and entered into as of this 21st day of November, 2007 by and between ARCELORMITTAL USA INC., formerly known as MITTAL STEEL USA INC. and also formerly known as and successor in interest to ISPAT INLAND INC. and INLAND STEEL COMPANY ("Mittal"); RYERSON INC., formerly known as RYERSON TULL, INC. and INLAND STEEL INDUSTRIES, INC. ("Ryerson"); the CITY OF EAST CHICAGO, INDIANA; the SANITARY DISTRICT OF EAST CHICAGO, INDIANA; the LIBRARY DISTRICT OF EAST CHICAGO, INDIANA; the SCHOOL CITY OF EAST CHICAGO, INDIANA; the NORTH TOWNSHIP [LAKE COUNTY, INDIANA] ASSESSOR (the "Township Assessor"); NORTH TOWNSHIP [LAKE COUNTY, INDIANA]; the LAKE COUNTY [INDIANA] ASSESSOR (the "County Assessor"); the LAKE COUNTY [INDIANA] PROPERTY TAX ASSESSMENT BOARD OF APPEALS (the "Board of Appeals") and its MEMBERS (the "PTA-BOA Members"); LAKE COUNTY, INDIANA (the "County") by the BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF THE COUNTY OF LAKE; the LAKE COUNTY [INDIANA] TREASURER (the "County Treasurer"); and the INDIANA DEPARTMENT OF LOCAL GOVERNMENT FINANCE (the "DLGF").

DEFINITIONS

For purposes of this Agreement, the following definitions apply:

"Assessing Official" means the Township Assessor, the County Assessor, the Board of Appeals, the PTA-BOA Members, or the DLGF.

"City of East Chicago" means the City of East Chicago, Indiana.

"Collection Percentage" means the percentage computed by dividing (a) the total property tax revenues collected by the City for a tax year, by (b) the total approved property tax levy for the City for such year. However, the City's share of any credits or refunds granted to Mittal pursuant to this Agreement for that tax year shall be added into the "total property tax revenues collected by the City" in the calculation of this percentage.
"Facility" means the steel mill business operated by Mittal or its predecessors, located at 3210 Watling Street, East Chicago (Lake County), Indiana and includes all land and improvements identified by the parcel numbers listed on Attachment A hereto.
"Personal Property" means all personal property, as defined by IC § 6-1.1-1-11, located at, on, or within the Facility and includes personal property identified under property numbers 24-325327 and 24-992872 for property tax assessment purposes.
"Personal Property Appeals" means all appeals filed in the name of Inland Steel Company or Ispat Inland Inc., challenging increases in the personal property tax assessment of the Personal Property for all assessment dates from March 1, 1998 through and including March 1, 2002.
"Real Estate" means all real property, as defined by IC § 6-1.1-1-15, located at the Facility.
"Real Estate Appeals" means all appeals filed in the name of Inland Steel Company or Ispat Inland Inc. challenging the real property tax assessments of the Real Estate for all assessment dates from March 1, 1995 through and including March 1, 2005 and the Lake County Assessor's appeal for the March 1, 2002 assessment date.
RECITALS

WHEREAS, the parties have for many years been engaged in a number of disputes and appeals regarding the assessed value of the Real Estate and Personal Property;
WHEREAS, the parties have considered and discussed resolving the Real Estate Appeals and the significant property tax refunds to which Ispat and Ryerson claim to be entitled as a result of those Real Estate Appeals;
WHEREAS, the parties have also considered and discussed resolving the Personal Property Appeals and the significant property tax payments to which the Lake County governments claim to be entitled;
WHEREAS, the parties have concluded that a comprehensive settlement of all Real Estate Appeals and Personal Property Appeals through the March 1, 2005 assessment date will save considerable time and expense that the parties would incur in pursuing these matters; and
WHEREAS, the parties have determined that it is in their best interests that the Real Estate Appeals and the Personal Property Appeals should be resolved in a reasonable, economical and appropriate manner as set forth in this Settlement Agreement to lessen the negative fiscal impact from the resulting refunds on the taxing units in which the Facility is located.
AGREEMENT

In consideration of the foregoing and on the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth, the parties to this Agreement hereby agree as follows:

1.
Tax Credits. Mittal shall receive a refund of Sixteen Million Dollars ($16,000,000). Such refund shall be paid by credits granted and applied on property tax bills issued to Mittal for any of its real and person property located in Lake County as follows:

Departures From Two Installment Billings. In the event that property taxes on Mittal's real and personal property located in Lake County for any year are billed in one (1) installment, then the total credits provided in Paragraph 1 for the first and second installment for that year's taxes shall be applied in full to that one (1) installment. Without limiting the foregoing, if 2006 pay 2007 taxes are billed in one (1) installment, then the total amount of credits shown above for the First Installment for 2006 pay 2007 taxes and Second Installment for 2006 pay 2007 taxes shall be applied to that one (1) installment. All credits granted under this Agreement will be applied to property tax bills regardless of whether bills are based on the current year assessed value of the property, on provisional assessed values, or on any other amounts.
3. Adjustment In Timing, Of Credits For Collection Percentage. At the election of the City, any credit to be granted and applied on Mittal's tax bills pursuant to Paragraph 1 may be reduced to an amount not less than the credit that is to be applied to those tax bills pursuant to Paragraph I multiplied by the Collection Percentage for the tax year immediately proceeding the tax year to which the credit is to be applied. The City will give Mittal written notice of its election under this section no later than sixty (60) days before the tax bills, to which an adjustment of the credits under this Paragraph 3, are issued and the City will allow Mittal full access to its books and records to confirm the City's calculation of the appropriate Collection Percentage and resulting adjusted credits.
4. The Collection Percentage For Adjusting The Credits Due Mittal Against  Its 2006 Pay 2007 Tax Bills. If the City makes an election under Paragraph 3 for purposes of adjusting the credits to be granted and applied against Mittal's 2006 pay 2007 tax bills pursuant to Paragraph 1, the applicable Collection Percentage shall be deemed to be 85%.
5. The Collection Percentage For Adjusting The Credits Due Mittal Against  Subsequent Tax Bills. The Collection Percentage shall be calculated using: (a) the City's 2006 pay 2007 property tax collections in adjusting credits against Mittal's 2007 pay 2008 tax bills; (b) the City's 2007 pay 2008 property tax collections in adjusting credits against Mittal's 2008 pay 2009 tax bills; and (c) the City's 2008 pay 2009 property tax collections in adjusting credits against Mittal's 2009 pay 2010 tax bills.
6. Mittal To Receive All Credits Not Applied And Granted Due To City's  Election. Notwithstanding anything in this Agreement to the contrary, the total dollar amount by which any or all of the credits set forth in Paragraph 1 are reduced by an election or elections made by the City under Paragraph 3 shall be aggregated and then granted and applied on property tax bill(s) issued to Mittal for any of its real and personal property located in Lake County for the First Installment for 2010 pay 2011 taxes. The election to use the Collection Percentage adjustment provided by Paragraph 3 is only intended to adjust the timing of the credits granted and applied to Mittal's tax bills and is not intended to change the total amount of credits (Sixteen Million Dollars ($16,000,000)) that Mittal ultimately receives under this Agreement.
7. Carryforward And Refund Of Excess Credits. If the tax credits calculated under this Agreement in the aggregate for any installment exceed the tax installment to which they are to be applied, then such excess tax credits shall be carried forward and applied against the immediately following tax installments until such excess credits are fully applied. If for any reason, any portion of the Sixteen Million Dollars ($16,000,000) in total credits agreed to hereunder has not been applied to tax installments by July 1, 2011, a refund shall be paid by the County Treasurer to Mittal in the amount of those excess credits no later than July 31, 2011.
8. Acceleration Of Credits Or Refunds. The City may elect to (a) grant and apply some or all of the Sixteen Million Dollars ($16,000,000) of credits due Mittal under this Agreement on an accelerated basis, i.e., granting and applying the credits in earlier years and in larger amounts than prescribed in Paragraph 1 of this Agreement, and /or (b) refund the cash amounts due Mittal earlier than the date provided in Paragraph 7 of this Agreement. Such election shall be binding upon the County and its officials including, without limitation, the County Treasurer.
9. Mittal's Entitlement To Credits Is Absolute. In the event that the credits provided by this Agreement are not fully granted and applied on Mittal's property tax bills as set forth herein for any reason, Mittal may take such credit by deducting the amount of the credit from its tax bill(s) and remitting payment for the balance due. In no event shall Mittal be held liable for any tax delinquencies, penalties or interest for such credits taken, provided that the total credits claimed by Mittal do not exceed the amount of the credits to which Mittal is entitled hereunder at the time they are taken.
10. Final Assessed Values For Real Estate. The parties agree that this Agreement settles the Real Estate Appeals for the March 1, 1995; March 1, 1998; and March 1, 2000 assessment dates that are pending before the Board of Appeals. The parties agree that the total assessed value of the Real Estate as of the March 1, 2002 assessment date through and including the March 1, 2005 assessment date is $81,717,900.
11. Final Assessed Values For Personal Property. The parties agree that the total assessed values (before abatement and any other deductions) of the Personal Property are as follows:

The Board of Appeals shall promptly issue Form 115s confirming the assessed values (before abatement and any other deductions) of the Personal Property as set forth above for the March 1, 1998; March 1, 1999; March 1, 2000; March 1, 2001 and March 1, 2002 assessment dates. Any abatement (economic revitalization area deductions) already granted or otherwise reflected on bills to Mittal for these assessment dates shall not be reduced.
12.
Releases. 

(a) Mittal and Ryerson are hereby released from any and all current or future liabilities, claims or delinquencies for all taxes, interest, penalties or any other charges on (i) the Real Estate or any portion thereof for any assessment date prior to and including March 1, 2005, and (ii) the Personal Property or any portion thereof for any assessment date prior to and including March 1, 2005, regardless of the final assessed values of record for the year.
(b) Except for the credits or refunds of Sixteen Million Dollars ($16,000,000) provided to Mittal pursuant to this Agreement, Mittal and Ryerson hereby release all Lake County governments and officials from all claims by Mittal or Ryerson for additional refunds of taxes, interest, penalties or any other amounts on (i) the Real Estate or any portion thereof for any assessment date prior to and including March 1, 2005 and (ii) the Personal Property or any portion thereof for any assessment date prior to and including March 1, 2005.

No Increase In Assessed Value Of Real Estate Or Personal Property. No
Assessing Official shall audit, increase or seek to audit or increase the assessed value of (i) the Real Estate or any portion thereof for any assessment date prior to and including March 1, 2005, or (ii) the Personal Property or any portion thereof for any assessment date prior to and including March 1, 2005. Nothing herein, however, shall be construed to limit or restrict any party's right to challenge the assessed values of the Real Estate for assessment dates subsequent to March 1, 2005 or the assessed values of the Personal Property for assessment dates subsequent to March 1, 2005.
14. Abatement Of Alleged Delinquencies, Interest And Penalties. Any and all alleged delinquencies, including without limitation, penalties, interest and any other charges, appearing on any records of the County or any County official including, without limitation, the County Treasurer, attributable to any Real Estate or Personal Property and any liens related to any such delinquencies shall be extinguished, abated in full, and shall for all purposes be deemed to be satisfied.
15. Parties To Uphold Agreement. The parties to this Agreement confirm that they shall take whatever action is necessary to uphold the agreements made herein and shall not acquiesce in any action that is inconsistent with this Agreement. Such further action shall include, if necessary, determining the final assessed values of parcels of Real Estate as a result of the implementation of this Agreement.
16. Dismissal Of Tax Court Appeals. 19. Notices. Any notices, demands, or other communications required by or relating to this Agreement shall be in writing.
20. Entire Understanding Of Parties. This Agreement contains the entire understanding of the parties and supersedes any prior written or oral understandings or agreements with respect to the subject matter hereof. None of the parties shall be bound by any representations, promises or statements, including any made during any discussions or negotiations between the parties concerning the subject of this Agreement, unless and except to the extent such are specifically set forth in this Agreement. There shall be no amendment or modification of this Agreement unless the same is made in writing and signed by the party against whom enforcement of such amendment or modification is sought to be asserted.
