SCOPE OF WORK: Hydraulic Cylinder Replacement
1. Obtain Indiana State Elevator Alteration permit
2. Set rigging, hoist elevator car, remove hydraulic piston
3. Break out concrete in pit around hydraulic cylinder
4. Remove existing hydraulic cylinder
5. Clean out well hole with vac truck
6. Install new PVC sleeve with sealed bottom end (where practical)
7. Install a new heavy wall hydraulic cylinder with rust inhibiting coating and a spiral wrap of heavy mastic tape.
8. Insert piston in cylinder and align, replace concrete around cylinder
9. Refill cylinder and reservoir with proper hydraulic fluid
10. Reconnect piston to elevator car and remove rigging

In the Matter of: Lake County Council Ordinances and Resolutions: Ordinance No. 1294G, Ordinance of the Lake County Council Imposing the Local Option Income Tax for Lake County, Indiana Pursuant to I.C. 6-3.5-1.1-26.

This ordinance to be considered was adopted by the Lake County Council during a Special Council Meeting on December 18, 2007, 4:00pm, Ordinance No. 1294G.


DuPey made a motion, seconded by Scheub, to have this meeting as open discussion at this time for any comments concerning the matter of this ordinance. Motion passed 3-0.

Open Discussion

Jim Kaminski of Hammond, The Option issue boils down to just what it is an option. Per my conversation with the Governor, Lake County can make the decision, they have to correct their own problems. If Lake County doesn’t have it happen at the point of an election then it probably isn’t going to happen at all. The issue here is, also, that I hear about how the rest of the State despises Lake County because we fail to do anything to help ourselves and because I am apart of the tax alliance that includes taxpayers from throughout Indiana, the issue really is that the people out of State don’t like us when they say we don’t help ourselves. What they’re saying is, you have failed to throughout the politicians that don’t represent you, you need to take action on yourself. And I think the only solution to this thing is what they are proposing and that is that at the next election we get rid of the politicians that don’t represent us because we don’t need to pay another 78 million dollars to Lake County what we need is for Lake County to take that 19 million dollars and start doing things more effectively. Thank you.

George Janiec of Hammond, County Option Income Tax, is not mandated, it is after all an option income tax. Like any other income tax you know that the tax will never be applied to all, the burden would be upon taxpayers. Let’s take a look at the common sense that is involved as the purpose of the option income tax. We had a tremendous burden placed on taxpayers sometime ago when the entire system was reevaluated and the taxpayers were given a cumulative adjustment. The last few years we’ve been trying to adjust to this change in property taxes and how it’s now going to be in place. In the meantime, we’ve also been burdened with things such as multiple tax bills in one year and even further suddenly trending comes in and once again we’re putting additional straws on the camel for it to break and now suddenly we’re at the breaking point, we’re loosing population, we have set records for taxing sales and foreclosures, not just Hammond East Chicago and Gary, people are loosing their homes. Lifelong investments they are loosing because of a couple thousand in back taxes they owe and the mortgage may be paid off but the Government is taking it from them. So now the State comes along and says, ok we recognize the fact that there is a problem we promise to help you, and we know how good they are about keeping promises. So, here’s the tax relief proposition, we already can’t afford the taxes that we pay and they are telling us if we give you another tax and you take all of that money that we’re going to tax you with that you can’t afford and put it into a pool and then you guys go ahead and distribute back to yourselves, you get tax relief, now that just doesn’t make sense to me. Tax relief to me is that somebody’s going to come up with either money from someplace else to help us pay the difference we can’t pay right now or they going to cut the existing bills and not say we’re going to take more money out of your pocket so you can get it back as tax relief, but there’s an interesting twist to this County Option Income Tax, the money that you take out of your pocket and put it into a pool, there’s no guarantee you’re going to get the same amount back! It’s like going to the casino. I don’t think we can rely on the State’s promises. I ask you, the Board, and I urge you on behalf of all the taxpayers that we represent, not just in the City of Hammond, but throughout Lake County to defeat this County Option Income Tax because it’s not only a burden on the taxpayers and it does nothing to help control the problem at hand. Thank you.

Dennis Meeks of Crown Point, I want to reiterate the fact that we are in a position, as Commissioners you are, to make the statement to the Council about whether or not we know words that we don’t know, based on what we we’ve seen in the paper this morning some people have changed their ideals and motives or reasoning as to why we need this Local Income Tax. I think, once again, as Mr. Janiec indicated, that we need to control our standings and we need to cut back, we need to start cleaning our own house first and make the decision to whether or not we’re going to send more money down to the State. Thank you.

Brian Snedecor Mayor-Elect for Hobart, I’ll echo the other two gentleman’s comments, I agree with them, I am opposed to the Option Income Tax, I also want to say thank you to Councilman Blanchard for holding true to his beliefs and his views on this and I would just strongly encourage you, I think we know the distribution it is not fair an Optional Income Tax, and I just ask that you, the Board, stay true to your beliefs and go against it.

L’Sana Djahspora of Gary, Well, fundamentally like some of the other speakers I encourage you to do vote no and that’s so much just against the idea of an Option Income Tax. It’s something that I think is more in consideration, more in discussion, more is being on the table in a public discussion. Back to my point about the lack of that in terms of the difference of who’s being apart of this and it’s run down to the last minute so that if you adhere to their arguments about the threat being held over our head that so basically there is no choice at this point. It amounts to what Northwest Indiana Officials have used for many decades, the State doesn’t like us or the State is going to do this or that if we don’t comply so forth. First of all, I think a sound legal argument can be made to challenge that but apparently some have decided that that’s not the choice of action that they’re going to take. So, in the interest of the take over of this community is the opportunity to really engage them and give a fair assessment of what going to be the best. It comes down to an argument of whose interest is best served. What’s also on the table, and I understand it can change, is an adoption of something that certainly doesn’t hold well for my community. We have to make the burden as equitable as possible and just as possible. The one proposal that was given at a recent private meeting, a gentlemen representing the cities and towns he challenged this whole prospect of this so called threat from the State and had a more ideal argument than anything that was on the table from which the Council was choosing. In the interest of the constituents in general I think you would be in order to vote against this. In terms of what’s being represented and what’s in our interest I think that’s what you should do because the Council should be doing that in a more inclusive way. I appreciate the opportunity to speak at this time.

Gentlemen of Hobart-Ross Township, I urge you to vote against this ordinance because the option that they voted on last night actually put the higher burden on Ross Twp but for what we pay in, we’re loosing 2.5 million back from what we pay in and what I’m afraid of is that they pass the 1% and next year it’s going to be 2% then 3 and 4% and that just puts the higher burden on the taxpayers of Lake County. I urge you to vote against it and really I’m disappointed in my Councilman last night when he changed his vote and I hope that he comes to his senses and votes against this. Thank you.

Public Discussion Closed


Scheub made a motion, seconded by DuPey, to veto Ordinance No. 1294G, Ordinance of the Lake County Council Imposing the Local Option Income Tax for Lake County, Indiana Pursuant to I.C. 6-3.5-1.1-26, with the motion open the Board will discuss this issue.

Board Discussion

Commissioner Scheub, Our Federal Government today is in a debt 9,144,598,933,243.59 (nine trillion, one-hundred forty-four billion, five-hundred ninety-eight million, nine-hundred thirty-three thousand, two-hundred forty-three dollars and fifty-nine cents) as of when you went home from work yesterday. That’s up another eighty billion in two weeks. Our national debt goes up 1.43 billion dollars a day. The Federal Government has borrowed every penny it can borrow from Social Security so now they’re in debt, so

much for our Washington leadership you start from the head and cut that off then you go down to the bottom which is us and if you have to then cut ours. We’ve got problems in the federal government, the state government, and we’re the ones that are taxed everyday and that’s an insult. First of all, this is a proud day for Lake County and our State Legislatures and I guarantee if this passes they still won’t like us. I’ve written letters to the State saying let’s hold hands this is the greatest county in the state of Indiana and you should work with us instead of constantly working against us. We haven’t done what we can do in reducing our burden on the taxpayers and that’s what insults me more than anything how we can increase a tax on our taxpayers without reducing our cost and I’d rather see us veto this and as a county go against it and force all agencies from the township, the school, the city, the town, and the county to reduce their cost in property taxes. This is what has to happen. 

When we don’t allow the public to speak at a public meeting on income tax increases this is not good government. This is a slap in the face of 500,000 people in lake county is they don’t have an opportunity to speak on their tax future and our legislatures nobody held them accountable last election and they won’t this coming election, but they don’t represent you they represent Indianapolis and that’s a sin and a shame. We’ve been mandated to do so many things in Lake County without any funding and we’re still an astounding county I think out of the 240 million dollars of the county budget, 120 million goes to welfare, an unconstitutional tax according to the State statutes, 98 million dollars in criminal justice, that’s 218 million dollars that you taxpayers pay for the County budget all should be done by the State not on property taxes. How insulting to everybody here, we had to build a jail for 33 million dollars, mandated, we came under budget, they built a federal court in Hammond for 54 million 9 million over budget, but whoever said anything about that, nobody. I can tell you that Fran and I have been here 11 years and Roosevelt’s been here 1 year and I could guarantee that we have never done an illegal contract and we are proud of that and the job we do up here. We get beat up because we are the closes ones to them, the State, County and we understand that. We got to get to the Council people, we got to get to our State Legislatures, it’s only two Counties in the State of Indiana where the Commissioners don’t have the Ordinance power, 89 Counties in Indiana the Commissioners have the power. Lake and St. Jo don’t have it, that’s another insult called “special legislation”. 

An Option Tax is non-compulsory, we’re the only county in the State of Indiana that hasn’t bared the tax. We are conservatives. I think we should be proud of the fact that we haven’t passed it, but I think it’s all inexcusable what they’re doing to us and I want to go on record in closing with this, I Gerry Scheub, myself, I don’t want to be apart of a political party in government that doesn’t allow the taxpayers to express their god given right of free speech and this is what the County Council has done is taken your free speech away, and if we don’t wake up fast and start thinking about our constituents then shame on every one of us. And I don’t agree with the County Council’s actions and I don’t agree with the State’s legislator’s actions and the Governor’s. The Governor was the one who said, “I don’t think Lake County needs an Option Tax”. We, the Board of Commissioners, we do what we can do and we try hard and our employees here make less that any City employee around and they make way less than the State employees, the Governor could cut cost in Indianapolis instead of trying to do away with half the Elected Officials in Lake County he ought to do away with half the departments in Indianapolis, that would be real savings there. The Federal Government ought to quit work early. Our budget here for the Lake County Government Center is 8 billion dollars a year, 2.3% of your total budget and I think that’s good. So let the County Council wake up and rescind this Ordinance. Thank you.

Commissioner DuPey, I’ve been on this Commission for 11 years but prior to that I spent 10 years on the Lake County Council. During those 10 years I had the distinct pleasure of working with Councilman Larry Blanchard, I can honestly say that that is the fines man that I have ever worked with. He should be a leader on the council, he should be the presider of that council because he knows his stuff better that anybody over there. I appreciate everything Larry has done for us, today I am actually ashamed to wear the Democratic label and I’m not sure how longer that I will want to do that. When I was elected to that Council I worked for the North Township Office, I was immediately called up here to fill out my W2 forms and I said I can’t do that, I have to terminate my employment here first. I was told, “Oh, you don’t have to do that, you can have both jobs.” I said no I can’t have both jobs because I don’t believe in that and I don’t believe anybody should. We have Councilman over there that wear two hats. Are they serving you? Who are they really serving when they wear two hats, two jobs, three jobs? We have Councilman that are there that have been at another job, maybe not now but before they have done that. We had a young man by the name of Councilman Ernie Dillon who came to us and said, “I am your deputy service officer, but I want to run for the County Council, and I said, “I’ll tell you right now, if you want that County Council you should have it, but you are not going to be our Veteran’s Service Officer you are not going to wear two hats under my realm.” He was very disappointed to learn that. Some of the things about the Tax that was passed, some people make investments in 401k’s, profit sharing, stock and bonds or whatever they do to save for the retirement for their older age. Some people invest in Real Estate. How would these people feel if somebody came along after all these years and said gee we’re going to tax your 401K and way up it, well that’s being done to our Real Estate owners and investors. When I found out that Councilman Bilski flip flopped last night, I was sick at heart and I can tell you that I can’t hardly speak thinking about what possible thing can we as Commissioners do now to stop this horrible thing that has been put on Lake County and as I said before if this so great where are those people today where are they to come and say I’m for this tax, they’re not here they don’t want to face their public, you know why they’re going to get buried in the shuffle. These people don’t run again for four years or three years and we’ll have people that are now 14 years old that will be voting at that time and they won’t even know anything about this stuff. 

As I said, I was sick at heart, I called John Dull and said I’m wiped out, I put in a 16 hour day, but I have some very definite thoughts on this and I’m going to ask you help me put some things together. These are my thoughts and I would like for them to be included in the veto of this ordinance. 

VETO OF COUNTY COUNCIL INCOME TAX ORDINANCE

I Gerry Scheub move to veto the Lake County Council Ordinance No. 1294G enacting the income tax. The reasons for veto of this income tax are listed below and are included as a part of this motion. These are reasons that have been raised by elected officials and taxpayers in Lake County. The reasons are as follows:

1. Corporations will not be required to pay the local option income tax.

2. The statutory scheme permits corporations to benefit from the tax but not to pay the tax.

3. Any income tax monies raised by any form of income tax from a specific geographic area should go back to support only those services rendered by the agencies and municipal units within the geographic area in which the taxpayers resides.

4. The income tax goes to supplant property taxes in an area where the income tax payer does not have an elected representative.

5. Only in St. Joseph County and in Lake County does the county council which enacted such an income tax have ordinance powers and this violates the Indiana Constitution and the United States Constitution.

6. The Local Option Income Tax specifically benefits United States Steel, Arcellor-Mittal Steel, and BP as well as the river boats by not requiring these corporate income-generating giants to pay the tax at the expense of organized labor and other individual employees.

7. Freezing the Lake County levy for one year to wait and see what the Indiana General Assembly will do will not result in a hardship on the county government but will produce a property tax savings.

8. HB 1478 enacted in the last session of the General Assembly is unconstitutional as applied because it only affects Lake County with a mandate.

9. Given the importance of one vote, permitting two members of the Lake County Council to vote when their status is questionable and not waiting for an absent member is contrary to the democratic principles of this republic.

10. Instances of where one vote is important illustrate why the status and validity of each vote of the members on the Lake County Council is important. (See attached list.)
11. Voting to defeat the income tax, freezing the tax levy, and waiting for the Indiana General Assembly to act will not affect the Lake County Budget because the Lake County Council through its Administrative Assistant has budgeted for this contingency.
12. The distribution formula and the impact of the income tax is counter to the logic of the Lake County Council's own Crowe Chizek report.
13. The income tax will adversely affect people in the northern section of Lake County where large families with medium or low incomes are concentrated.
14. What the Indiana General Assembly will do in return for the Lake County Council enacting the income tax is uncertain and problamatic at best.
15. The Local Option Income Tax does nothing to implement the recommendations of the Maximus study whose implementation should have been tied to the ordinance since the Council not the Commissioners have ordinance powers.
16. The Local Option Income Tax ordinance was passed by the Lake County Council whereas in 89 of Indiana's 92 counties the power to pass such an income tax lies within the authority of the County Commissioners and not the County Council.
17. The distribution formula discriminates against those northern communities such as Gary, Hammond and East Chicago where a high number of renters rather than homestead owners reside and will result in higher rents to those who are poor.
18. The vote of at least one council member to enact the Lake County Income Tax violates the campaign promises made to the electorate.
19. The vote of one council member to pass the local option income tax who is also a county employee is a conflict of interest if not unconstitutional under the statute applicable to Lake County.
The Local Option Income Tax discriminates against organized labor by taxing the union workers but not taxing the companies for whom these union workers are employed.
21. The enactment of the Local Option Income tax jeopardized any future capital plans in the next three to five years to improve county buildings and/or implement the Maximus report by making it more difficult to fund any such effort with a bond because of taxpayer opposition because of having to pay more through the income tax.

22. The votes of the Board of Commissioners to veto the income tax demonstrate clearly why it is important to have the three member county executive to counterbalance the imbridal power of the County Council which has ordinance powers.

23. The Lake County Council did not permit taxpayer input which although not required, would have been beneficial.

24. The vote of one council member for the income tax is subject to challenge because of a criminal conviction.

This veto motion is seconded by Frances DuPey. Vote by row call.

Commissioner Allen, At this time I’d like to make some comments, I am in favor of the County Income Tax and I have made that statement publicly in the papers and I’d like to reiterate some of the reasons that I favor the County Income Tax. In the last few months I’ve spent quite a bit of time down in Indianapolis, I appeared before the State Legislative Committee on tax and fiscal matters, at that time I was discussing the problems that we have with the under assessment of the integrated mills, how the department of local government finance has transferred approximately 70 to 80 million dollars a year from the integrated mills in tax obligation to the home owners and smaller commercial businesses and during that appearance I used their own information to support my conclusions, I used the reports from the State Department of Local Government Finance, and it was an interesting meeting, after the hearing some of the Senior Legislators came out into the quarter and they were talking to me and they said what you’re saying is absolutely true and it’s something that we will consider reviewing but we’ve got to get pass this Local Income Tax issue first. You know that 91 Counties have a Local Option Income Tax and the only hold out is your County, Lake County, Indiana, and we strongly encourage you to go back to convince the local officials to adopt this Local Option Income Tax. 

We’re talking about Senators, House Speakers, Chairman, and Assembly Members of the State and what they have told me is out of 150 members of the Assembly 135 of them their constituents pay a local option income tax. There is no way they can give Lake County a pass and go back to own constituents throughout the state in Southern Indiana, North Eastern Indiana, and everywhere else and tell them that you have to pay a local option income tax but we have given Lake County a pass or that we have given Lake County preferential treatment or that they’re special. They say that there’s no way they can do that. I’ve met with County Commissioners from all over the State, from Vanderberg County, Allen County, and all over the state. All of the other County Commissioners their constituents have a local option income tax. They say there’s no way we can support Lake County and go back to our constituents who have a tax, some have been an income tax for fifteen years or longer, and tell them now we’re going to give Lake County a special pass. It’s not an option for us there is a penalty. They are going to exclude us from any favorable legislation that’s adoptive in the next session of the Assembly. You say that the General Assembly makes promises to Lake County, the only promises that the General Assembly has made is a promise to the entire state that they are going to enact favorable tax legislation for the entire state for all of the taxpayers. The only promises they’ve made or threat they’ve make to Lake County is that if we don’t have this Lake County Option Income Tax in place that we will be excluded, and that the legislation will apply to all of the Counties in the State that have Local Option Income Taxes and that will exclude us. Well you can say we can file litigation against the State because that’s unfair well we pay 26 million dollars in the Hospital Care to the Indigent program you know how much we get back, only 700,000 dollars a year out of that 26 million. We fund 60% of the whole program, you know what the County did, we filed suit, and they ruled against Lake County, so we are still paying the Hospital Care for the Indigent program. You can increase the raft of the State, you can take on the entire General Assembly, you can take the entire State Government, but just one lone county, the odds won’t be in your favor. 

Those are some of the considerations that I have had several meetings with NWI Delegation, the 15 legislators from NWI, they strongly encourage that if you don’t adopt this Local Option Income Tax we are going to be shut out. I also talked to Mayors of the major cities, Mayor of Hammond, East Chicago, and Gary, and they strongly encourage that this tax be adopted, so everyone in the State is strongly encouraging or threatening that we should adopt this tax or their will be negative ramifications for the citizens of Lake County. There are more important ramifications than the distribution of the funds and those ramifications are the under assessment of Mill, Mittal being assessed at 10 to 20% of its’ commercial in use value. That’s more important, at least to me, than how this Local Option Income Tax is going to be distributed. 

The Local Option Income is going to hurt people like me with a large income, but it’s going to help senior citizens that live in their homes that are on fixed incomes that can’t afford the property taxes. They’ve lived in their houses and they’ve worked for thirty or forty years and have paid for their houses now they’re on fixed incomes and the property taxes are so high that they’re loosing their houses for taxes because taxes are perpetual. Taxes are not like a mortgage note that you pay off in twenty or thirty years. You have your seniors that are living in their homes and are about to loose them. The County Council is distributing 100% of this to the homesteaders, that’s the homeowner. The Mills, the Landlords, and the Commercial Business’ are not going to benefit from it it’s solely to the homeowner, so some of those senior citizens that are on fixed incomes that still live in their homes they may be able to continue to live in their homes.

ORDINANCE OF THE LAKE COUNTY COUNCIL IMPOSING
THE LOCAL OPTION INCOME TAX FOR
LAKE COUNTY, INDIANA PURSUANT TO I.C. 6-3.5-1.1-26

WHEREAS, pursuant to I.C. 36-2-3.5-3, the Lake County Council is the fiscal and legislative body of Lake County, Indiana; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to I.C. 36-2-3.5-4, the Lake County Council shall pass all ordinances for the government of the County in the manner prescribed in I.C. 36-2-4, et. seq.; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to I.C. 6-3.5-1.1-26, the Indiana General Assembly has provided for the imposition, collection and use of the Local Option Income Tax; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to I.C. 6-3.5-1.1-26, the Lake County Council may by Ordinance impose the Local Option Income Tax on the Indiana taxable income of Lake County residents in Lake County, Indiana; and

WHEREAS, the Lake County Council may adopt the Ordinance imposing the tax up to December 31, 2007; and

WHEREAS, the Lake County Council desires to impose a Local Option Income Tax for Lake County, Indiana, pursuant to I.C. 6-3.5-1.1-26 at a rate of one (1) percent on the Indiana taxable income of Lake County residents in Lake County, Indiana.

NOW, THEREFORE, LET IT BE ORDAINED AS FOLLOWS:

1.
That the Lake County Council hereby imposes the Local Option Income Tax pursuant to I.C. 6-3.5-1.1-26. The Local Option Income Tax is imposed at a rate of one (1) percent on the

Indiana taxable income of Lake County residents in Lake County, Indiana.

2.
That the Local Option Income Tax imposed under this Ordinance shall be used and distributed on a County wide homestead credit methodology pursuant to I.C. 6-3.5-1.1-26(0(2).
3. That upon adoption of this Ordinance to impose the Local Option Income Tax pursuant to I.C. 6-3.5-1.1-26, the County Auditor shall send a certified copy of the Ordinance to the Indiana Department of Revenue, and the Indiana Department of Local Government Finance by certified mail.

4. That this Ordinance shall take effect upon passage.

In the Matter of: L.C. Health Department-Health Department Transition

Commissioner Allen announces that there are two representatives from the City of Hammond present Councilman Hinojosa and Councilman Markovich, which he will allow 2 minutes for comments concerning this matter.

Councilman Hinojosa representing city of 80,000 people and one of three cities still left with a health department that has been in existence for 118 years says once we loose or close our Health Department we can not bring it back. The county response has been it may work, it is a trial basis of a possible take over, there is nothing written in stone or on paper of how this satellite office is going to care for the citizens of Hammond at a level of success with an award winning Hammond Health Department (HHD). The county’s take over of the satellite office is a trial basis, if any future cuts need to be made in the county I’m afraid the satellite office in Hammond will be the first to go, especially if Lake Station or the City of Lowell say, “well Hammond has a satellite office, we want one too”. I applaud Mayor McDermott for cutting budget and most of all cuts in the self insurance fund, but the state of health for our citizens in Hammond is to important at this time for a lack of a plan. There should a plan stacked high of how this is going to work, but there’s nothing in writing and nobody has told us how this plan is going to work. Hinojosa says, “I applaud the success stories of Consultant Tom Dabertin like the Hammond College Bound Program”. The county has for three years set aside thousands of dollars for the possible closing of the HHD, now just days before 2008 and there’s no official plan of the “Satellite Office Takeover Plan”. Dabertin’s excuse is always that the newspaper is always coming out with negative things on a couple councilman and so he takes two steps back. A takeover of the county is a loss of $200,000+ in revenue from death and birth certificates, a loss hundreds and thousands of dollars in grant money that goes to the City of Hammond for their health department, and including $200,000 that we’re going to have to return to the state from grant monies that we have. In the best interest of the citizens of Hammond I ask that Mayor McDermott and the Commissioners and the L.C. Health Department hold off on the closing of the HHD and the start of a Satellite Office and start January 1st with a plan because there is no plan. At this present time we had already told the intent to the City of Hammond, myself from the 6th District Councilman Hinojosa, Councilman Anthony Higgs, and Councilwoman elect Kim Polen of our intent to fund the whole $696,000 with Casino money for 2008, therefore with the lack of plan that we’re not seeing I urge the Commissioners and the L.C. Health Department and the Mayor to back off this plan for now until there is a plan and we could vote on a real plan because right now there is no plan and I thank you for your time. Commissioner DuPey says, Councilman don’t think for one minute that I don’t appreciate the comments that you’ve made but I do take exception to some of them (comments). We did not ask for the health department it was dumped on us we stepped in we were ready to put a plan together but there’s been so much indecision as soon as we put some type of plan together the Council says, “Oh we’re going to meet tonight and we’re going to override whatever the Mayor’s doing we’re going to have this we’re going to have that”, every darn time we try to put something together for you guys there’s some new scenario, even the last plan put together I think was a fairly decent plan. Now, Dr. Panares has made statements as of yesterday or the day before that there’s no way that the Health Department’s closing. How do we put a plan together if you all aren’t moving? Ok? We don’t what you guys are doing there, but the law is pretty specific I believe. Lowell would not be able to have their Health Department because it’s not in the legislation it says the three cities may have their own Health Department if they don’t it will come to the county, so you can leave that equation out of it because Lowell isn’t going to be included in that. Immunizations we wanted to help the residents of Hammond by providing birth certificates, death certificates, & by providing an immunization clinic and the only other thing is the sanitarian’s don’t work in that office so they don’t have to be stationed there they can be stationed out here because their field people, so we’ve done a pretty good job here and I’ve worked hard to help this transition come but with all the indecision that you all are throwing at us the legislation says that if you have a city health department it will be funded by a tax levy, casino money is not a tax levy. Casino money is not intended to fund Health Departments it should go towards the fixing of streets and flood areas, etc. I’m sorry the department is closing I’m for the health department staying there, but I alone can’t make that happen if I could it would happen. Councilman Hinojosa says, we’re going from 15 employees and the Mayor & Tom Dabertin are saying that they’re going to push the county for 9 employees at the satellite office, but yet I’m hearing from the newspapers that there will be 1 clerical, 1person for birth certificates, 1person for death certificates, 1 person for immunization one time out of the week. Commissioner DuPey, in the Office our council, which Mr. Blanchard has left, has budgeted for nine people. They have put together an entire budget, they are ready to go and they are ready to work with this plan. Those other people that are sanitarians don’t need to be stationed in that satellite office. We don’t have to run a great big satellite office to make it work, we can give the same service that you’re getting right now with the plan we put together, but evidently it’s not good enough for you folks. Councilman Markovich, Fran I can concur with you and Councilman Hinojosa, but no one’s coming to us with your plan or the Hammond Health Board the only one’s making the money are the consultants. The Maximus study nobody talked and I’ve got twenty years experience over the guy they chose to talk to. When I first got on the council, Riverboat Money: streets, curbs, & sidewalks that’s it, now it’s for everything: parks, basketball courts, charity, but in the million dollar fund. Nobody’s talking to the people that they need to talk to, talk to the council. We all know that politics is involved and they’ve been trying to get rid of us for the last three years. Is the county prepared to take this over? No, that’s why you’ve got to have a satellite office because you can’t bring all those records from Hammond and put them here because you don’t even have the space to protect them, you’re talking about moving from here (gov’t ctr) to across the street to increase your health department, are you ready for it? No, nothings’ going to be done in twenty days. The only one’s making the money on it here are the consultants where they charged per hour talk to anybody and everybody and they run up the bill. Rumor says you can’t use riverboat money for it, well I have the state statute here that says the riverboat fund applicability use for funds for administration. 36-189 Item #3 Revenue under a developmental agreement as defined in the section of this chapter may establish a riverboat fund. Money in the fund may be used for any legal or corporate purpose of the unit. Running a Health Department is going to be a legal and corporate purpose of the unit, so you can’t say… Commissioner DuPey, There’s a separate statute that says Health Departments will be funded by a tax levy.  Councilman Markovich, Well right now that taxing unit money comes to the City of Hammond. Commissioner DuPey, Am I wrong or right, John? John says, “The unit Markovich represents doesn’t have a HD because the council voted it out.” Councilman Markovich, “No, they didn’t they only voted not to fund it with the taxing unit money. That’s all they did”. John Dull, “So you may have a health department for verification you need to go to court and determine whether or not you’ve got a health department”. Markovich, “we didn’t get rid of it”. DuPey, “but you’re unfunded”. Markovich, “Three councilman say they’re going to use their riverboat money to fund it. John, “But the council budgeted, if you feel that you have a health department I think what you need to do is, councilman, go to court and get that established. The three commissioners up here have no vested interest at all in your health department. That commissioner, DuPey, wishes you had one. Markovich, Well, I’m not a lawyer and I’m not going to debate with you. If that’s what you want to use the council elected not to fund the legal aid department for $250,000 a year, but the Mayor turned around and used riverboat money to fund it for the last 3 years. And that’s ok? DuPey & John, “No”. DuPey, “It’s probably ok because there is not a specific statute from the General Assembly that says it shall be funded by a “tax levy”. Markovich, The Mayor has already gone on record with Tom Dabertin at our last council meeting, if the  $600,000 that the council is going to give them is not enough money they’re going to use riverboat money to fund the needed money. So you can’t tell me you can and you can’t. DuPey, “I’m on your side, don’t think that I’m not on your side, but I’m getting very worried about the time span that’s left here and part of it taken up by holiday’s that we’re going to come day 1 and there’s going to be nothing in place there.” Markovich, Lastly, You don’t want to weaken our first line of defense against all the seasons which is the Health Department all the services there are for all the people especially all the children whose parents can’t fund or give them health insurance. So, if you have preventive maintenance in the Health Department, like in the war, you’ll make it readily accessible. There’s no transportation to come here, the government center. DuPey, What are asking us to do or what would you suggest we do?

Markovich, If you’ve got $600,000 give it back to Hammond, nothing will be cut, there will be the same services, same amount of employees, no worries my recommendation. Tom Widner, Health Department Employee, I’ll be very brief. You are right commissioner there is supposed to be a tax levy to fund the health department, however I don’t have the exact statute no., but it does come out of Title 16 Chapter 20 Sec 4. It says that the Health Department can seek other sources of funding to operate throughout the years. So, even if there is no tax money funding it casino money can run this health department and that is what I hope happens. Let the local people handle it, I prefer not to rely on the county just for personal reasons. I worked other jobs across the state and country Indiana by at large all levels are below the national average, so if anything our salaries should be going up including the county. The state people make less than what I make and county as well, but it isn’t much. Go to Minnesota, Wisconsin, Wyoming, Colorado, California they’re all making considerably more than what we are at least 5 to 10 thousand more doing the same job. I say let Hammond take care of its’ people in Hammond and keep it the same in Gary and East Chicago. If the governor gets his it’s going to be inevitable. Question: John Dull, Are you saying that we should not put those people on the county payroll, effective 1/1/08? Answer: DuPey, We’re not putting anybody, we have put the budget together and no one will be hired until sometime after January 7th. The law says if the department closes by law the County has to pick it up, so it’s being forced on us. “We are not taking it over, Comm. Allen, so we have to make plans so that Dec 31st if it’s forced on us then have to make plans now for if we have to operate it and provide services to citizens in Hammond.” 

The Board has taken no action in this Matter of the Health Department Transition.

- AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE 1285-B
LAKE COUNTY HUMAN RESOURCES MANUAL

WHEREAS, the Lake County Council and Lake County Commissioners adopted a new
personnel policy for all county officers and employees as contained in the
Lake County Human Resources Manual and Ordinance No. 1285B; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of the County of Lake to amend Ordinance No. 1285B
to establish a policy regarding the defense, indemnity and duties of county
officers and cmployees involved in litigation resulting from actions occurring
in the course and scope of their employment with Lake County.

NOW, THEREFORE, LET IT BE ORDAINED AS FOLLOWS:

VANCE

Filing a Grievance/Hearing-Most problems can be resolved through discussion with one’s
supervisor or elected official. However, when such informal dispute resolution fails, and an
employee believes that he/she has been treated unfairly due to race, sex, religion, age, national
origin, mental or physical challenge, political affiliation, or protected speech in violation of civil
or constifutional rights, or unjustly disciplined, that employee may file a grievance in accord
with the County’s grievance process. The grievance process is not intended to modify or change
existing policy providing that it is not discriminatory. A grievance may not be filed by an
employee who is terminated.

A decision of the Grievance Board is final but not binding. The County’s grievance procedure
does not apply to employees who work for the Judiciary.

Grievance Review Board-A seven member Grievance Review Board has been established to
hear qualified grievances. The members are appointed as follows;pee For & y @R ToAMS .

-One member appointed by the Lake County Council

-One member appointed by the Lake County Board of Commissioners

-One member appointed through agreement of the Lake County Auditor,
Recorder, Surveyor and Treasurer

-One member appointed by the Lake County Clerk, Coroner, Sheriff,
County Assessor and Township Assessors (Township assessors collectively
have one vote in the appointment of a representative)

-Three current employees of Lake County Government elected annually by
Lake County employees. However, an employee of the Board is prohibited
from hearing a grievance that involves an employee or official from his/het

[image: image90.png]Qualifications Of Members- The Grievance Review Board must find that each
member meets the following qualifications to serve on this Board. The members of the
Grievance Review Board shall: :
1) Be a resident of Lake County. ,
2) Except for those serving as a representative of Lake County employees,
" members may not be employees of Lake County or vendors under
contract with Lake County.
3) Not be elected officials of Lake County or concurrently serving as an
elected official of another subdivision of Lake County.

a) Disclose any conflict of interest or circumstance that would
compromise a fair and impartial hearing and decision before any
evidence is heard by the Board, if such a conflict is apparent
before hearing any evidence, or as soon as the member becomes
aware of such a problem (See Ord. 32.116 for specific details).

Election Of County Employee Member- The county employee's appointment shall be
elected by the following rules that shall be posted in each county office at least 29 days
prior to the beginning of the election process outlined below:

4) Nominations. Nominations by county employees of employees who meet
the qualifications for the members of the Board, listed in division (A) of this
section must be seconded by a second employee. The nomination
process shall be open for ten working days, commencing upon written
notice of Board to all employees, Nominations shall close at 4:00'p.m. on
the tenth working day. Nominations that are duly seconded shall be made
in writing and submitted to the duly designated representative of the
Board.

5) Nominees' Forum. There will be a nominees’ forum held within five days

after the close of hominations for all nominated persons to meet with all
the county employees in Crown Point, Indiana as well as satellite offices
and locations. Said forum shall begin after 4:30 p.m. The elections shall
be conducied within seven working days of the nominees' forum.

6) Elections. |

a) Eligibility: All county employees who qualify as an employee
covered by this employment policy shall be entitied to vote. At
least five days prior to such an election, a fist of all qualified
employees shall be provided by the Auditor's Office ta the Board
and all the polling places. All employees will be required to show
proof of identification prior to being allowed to vote.

b) Polling places: There will be polling places in Crown Point, East
Chicago, Gary, and Hammond. All qualified employees will vote
at one of these locations.

¢) Results: The Board and the Attorney’s Office shall tabulate the

' results of this election, and which will be witnessed by-all
interested candidates. The three candidates who receive the
highest number of votes shall be named to the board. There will
be an announcement within five working days after the polls close

of the new county employees’ Board members.
Staff Support For Board- The County Commissioner's Attorney shall assign one

attorney, under contract, as Legal Advisor to the Board, who will report only to the
Board. The duly appointed county representative shall assist the Board as is





[image: image91.png]Filing A Grievance- If an employee believes that action (including disciplinary action)

was taken in violation of his/her rights (as noted above), that employee may file a

grievance subject to the following guidelines:

a) Use of Proper Forms: An employee must use the proper forms authorized by the
Grievance Review Board. The Board will not consider a grievance if it is'not filed on
the proper form or not properly completed.

1. Intradepartmental Review: The employee should appeal to the office
holder, appointed official, or department head (that the employee reports to)
within five days from. the date the employee was made aware of the
disciplinary action in question. If the employee and office holder, appointed
official, or department head cannot resolve this grievance prior to coming to
the Board, then both will sign the grievance form, and forward the grievance
to the Board. The Board shall not hear a grievance that does not directly
involve the office holder, appointed official, or department head, whichever
applies if this intradepartmental review has not been completed.

2. Interdepartmental Review: [f an employee’s grievance is directly against a
specific office holder, appointed official, or depariment head, the employee
should file the grievance directly with the Board within five days of the
disciplinary action taken, bypassing the intradepartmental review.

¢) Grievance Procedure: Rules have been established by the Lake County Grievance
Review Board to assure that all parties are treated in a fair and equitable process.
These rules are available from the County Gouncil Coordinator.

1. Preliminary Hearing: The Board shall conduct a preliminary hearing in a
public meeting to determine whether there are sufficient questions of fact or
law contained within the employee's written grievance of in the written
response to the grievance to conduct a hearing. The Board must decide to
hear the grievance by simple majority. During the preliminary hearing, neither
party involved in the grievance will be allowed to present information to the
Board.

2. Evidentiary Hearing: During this hearing, the Board will receive evidence
and testimony from each party to aid in the Board's decision. The Board will
decide whether the employee has proven the grievance's allegations by a
majority vote in a public meeting.

d) Filing a Grievance/Hearing

1. If an employee contends that disciplinary action was taken in violation of
his/her constitutional and civil rights as stated in division (A) of this section,
the employee will appeal to the Grievance Review Board within 14 days of
notice of the official's action, using the approved grievance form when filing
the appeal. This form shall be obtained from the Employee Coordinator's
Office. The appeal shall be filed with the County Council Coordinator's Office.
After receipt of the grievance, the Council Coordinator shall notify both the
official and the Grievance Review Board of the grievance. Notice will be
given to the Grievance Review Board Altorney by certified mail. A copy of

the grievance will also be provided to_the County's Human Resource
Consultant.
